Project HELP is an emergency assistance 
fund, sponsored by the donations of MLEC 
members, to help others stay warm in the 
 cold winter months.

It is not intended to be an ongoing source of 
extra income, but a temporary help to be  
used for paying electric bills.

Who receives HELP?
Those receiving funds through Project HELP 
include those on limited, fixed incomes; 
the handicapped; the medically disabled; 
and those not currently economically self-
sufficient.
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
